[49th Report] <IMPORTANT>Notice on New Coronavirus Infectious Disease
With the downgrading of the legal status of new coronavirus infectious disease to Category 5

as of May 8, we have decided to lower the university’s activity guideline to Level 0.
Please be aware that the handling when diagnosed positive will be changed as follows:

[Changes after May 8]

The handling of new coronavirus infection in the Ordinance for Enforcement of the School
Health and Safety Act will be revised.

“Close contacts” are no longer subject to “suspension of attendance”. (No reporting
required).

Other than the above, the handling will be the same as before the change.

Only those who tested positive of seasonal influenza or new coronavirus infectious disease
should report us.

In case of new coronavirus infectious disease, attendance will be suspended until at least
5 days have passed since the onset and also 24 hours have passed since symptoms have
subsided. (In case of seasonal influenza, attendance will be suspended until at least 5 days
have passed since the onset and also 48 hours have passed since the fever has subsided.)
